Applicants require an in dept knowledge regarding
Fashion Photography, Fashion Film & New Media Technologies and excel in transferring the
knowledge of this multidisciplinary approach through teaching, curriculum development, and
ongoing scholarship on the BA (Hons) Fashion Photography Course. This course is part of the
School of Media and Communication at London College of Fashion. The post-holder will work
collaboratively within a course team, deploying specialist expertise to develop pedagogy and the

curriculum in innovative and critical directions.
